Discussion Questions

3. How often do you think of God's presence?
o Why is it that amount? (is it intentional or accidental?)
o When you do consider His presence, what kind of effect does it have on you? Why?
o Would it be a practical help for you to consider His presence more or less often?
4. When you think of eternity, how much do you separate it from your current life?
o What do you think will be different between life now and life eternal?
o What do you think will be the same?
o This verse implies Goda€™s presence is seamlessly continuous from this one into the next. Does that
impact how you think about today? The future? If so, why?
5. Re-read Psalm 23.
o Over the last 7 weeks we have covered all of Psalm 23.
o What has been the most valuable to you through this study?
