However, share about someone you admire
who quietly uses their gifts for God.

6. How has serving or being in a small group with others who are different helped you grow in your faith?

7. "Body" and "member" or "part" are mentioned several times in the passage. How does it challenge you to
appreciate or accept othersa€™ differences and gifts as vital members of the body of Christ?

8. How would First Church look different within these walls if we found opportunities to use our gifts more often?
How would it look to those outside these walls?
